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Handles for playing musical instruments

Children with physical limitations in their hands can play the xylophone or a
drum by comfortably holding a mallet adapted to their disability and work on
their grip strength.

The handle of the extendable telescopic rod is removable and can be easily
replaced with one that suits the child’s specific needs.

Please note:

1. Avoid extending the telescopic rod in front of the child’s face to prevent injury.
2. Be sure the handle is fastened securely.

3. Do not use the product if any part of it is damaged.
